1. Math teacher (retiring) – will be left with 3 math teachers

2. K1 position – still have early childhood, k1, regular k1, SEI (nothing lost, only extra money given that we’re handing back)

3. 5th grade position – had 1 reg ed classes last year so now eliminating one as are underenrolled; if enrollment increases next year, we will regain

Budget does not currently include 2nd grade SEI (was supposed to grow in 2010-11), we’re still hoping this may be found

Raised many questions resulting in need for watchdogging: 

1. how many kids in school

2. what is impact

3. still have bubble in 7th grade (more than planned) because having influx in that year, don’t know why

AWC teachers want to come to SSC meeting to raise concerns as do parents – this will happen soon.  Some concerns re: community and individual kids (i.e. using resources that more kids have access to them, racial/class segregation, teachers’ perspective that some kids test well but can’t do the work)

SSC has proposed a Curley K8 mission statement – if approved by ILT will go forward:
