Upper: 

Boston Cares group of 15 library professionals (Credo Reference), worked to restore database and completed 1/3rd and will return December 20th to finish job. Library is mostly used for computers.

Looking for a volunteer 1 day/week to help in library.

The schedule of class visits is posted outside the library, and may also be found online (via library article posted recently)

Additional volunteers are needed to help herd classes, reshelf books and assist kids in finding books

Need is for a librarian on staff – this is a lot of work, the library facilities were not in excellent condition, and unacceptable for a parent to be doing what Sara is doing.  If librarian is not restored in this year’s budget, then Sara recommends that the libraries be closed and the Connelly be used instead.  Would be a real shame because the kids get so excited about library days.  

Discussion as to what sort of pressure the SPC should put on Principal and/or Court Street for this priority and cuts being made to school budgets in general.  Realize that principals have little discretion as to what their budgets will be.

SSC Update

SSC meeting will lay out schedule of tasks, and two members (Jeremy & Dave) will attend budget training in advance of the meeting.  SSC has been discussing difference between goals and tasks.  Two big umbrella areas of focus will be contributing to positive school climate and communication/branding (i.e. what does the school stand for, “courageous Curley")

Note: Teachers now have a space on website for their own pages, to advertise what they are doing and showcase student work.  Heshan can put up their work or train them to use it; he is building a separate site (i.e. sub-domains) per teacher to facilitate their being able to use it more readily.
Take another look at dress code and uniform policy – buy in is something that the school can do in terms of marketing and branding (ex: Timelty Middle School).  A teacher will be polling the students as to how many wear their uniform and if not, why not.  Requires creation of a culture, external manifestation of internal school spirit.  Began when 2 schools merged to show solidarity with excuses that is easier and less expensive for parents and reduces competition.  Couldn’t we create incentives for uniform use, and give students a day per week/month to express themselves?

Tasks included budget work of SSC per bylaws; doesn’t have power to affect the budget, just asked to sign off on having been shown the budget.  

Wants to make SSC a body that works with teachers and admin, not necessarily realistic to be a force for advocacy

Alyssa Ferro to attend next SSC and next SPC meetings to discuss x and testing respectively

Requests from Jeff Slater:

1) That all parents please sign in when visiting to volunteer and/or pick up children

2) Please do not park on the bus side of Pershing Road in the morning.  

3) There has been an issue with the K2 doors being propped open after school; this practice has been stopped as it is a liability. Secretary in office until 3pm and should buzz in children but hasn’t always worked so revisiting the policy. Do not use CASP side door.  For now, parents should be advised to take their kids to the bathroom through main office doors before 3pm.
